As the county continues to grow, the need for the Museum is even greater, Roland said. “New people are coming in who don’t know the heritage of this area. To me, that’s important, and the Fort Bend Museum is instrumental in making sure that legacy is preserved and shared.”
Roland served as executive director of The George Foundation for more than 35 years and has served on the boards of many other organizations, including the Brazos River Authority, the Grand Parkway Association, the Polly Ryon Memorial Hospital (now Oak Bend) and more. He is currently president of the board of the West Fort Bend Water Authority and a member of the International Committee for the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo.
The Adamsons live in Richmond and have two children and three grandchildren; in their spare time, they enjoy being outdoors and traveling.
